They are not to be
gg;ilab e to other persons in the Clerk's

3. Requests by persons for inspection shall he
handled by the Clerk, Chief Depucy Clerk or
in cthe absence of both, a previously designated
Deputy Clerk.

4, A wricten apﬂlicatiun must be filed and
handled by the Clerk, Chief Deputy Clerk or
the previously designated Deputy Clerk.
(Form 15 attached).

3. The application form iz to be executed firsc
and the Clerk or designated perason will then
obtain the file requested and place the re-
questing individual and the file in che private
office of the Clerk or Chief Deputy Clerk.

Copy work is 30 cents per page.

6. If a person requests more than one file, a form
is to be prepared for each file requested.

7. A Xerox copy of the application shall be sent

under "confidencial" cover to the individual
whose file has eicher been inspected or copied.
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While these reports shall be made available for in-
spection or cupyin% in accordance wicth the provisions of
the Act, they shall nevertheless be treated as confidential

material and shall be placed in a f£ile by the Clerk
accordingly.
